This research project is a group assignment.  Each group, consisting of 2 to 4 students) will prepare a report and a presentation that addresses an issue relevant to accounting information systems.  The written report should be a maximum of 10 type-written pages (excluding exhibits) and include the following:

a.
An executive summary (1 page maximum);

b.
Proper references and citations, and bibliography.  If you are citing web pages, make sure to include the complete URL to a specific item from a specific page. 

c.
Proper quotations, if quotations exceed about 30 words they should be indented and single spaced. Quotation marks are eliminated in that case. 

The presentation should be about 20 minutes and must include participation by all members of the group.

Students can also choose to develop an Internal Control Case (see pages 220 – 237 for examples).  The case must cover at least two processing cycles of a company and include teaching notes.

Another acceptable alternative would be to set up a company’s books and process several transactions using accounting software such as Peachtree or Quickbooks.  The presentation would involve a brief demonstration of the software.

All topics must be submitted by February 20, 2001 for approval by Dr. Dow.
